Os “Ideofones” ou “Idiofones” sao instru-
mentos musicais ancestrais usados em vdrias
culturas tanto para fins de rituais como de
comunicagdo. Dado o seu elevado poder

de ressonancia acustica, é ouvido princi-
palmente na alvorada e ao final da tarde,
quando as frequéncias baixas se propagam

a longa distancia. Inspirei-me em histdrias
que me foram contadas de comunicagao por
ritmos, tambores e objetos similares An-
golanos, que vi e toquei nos anos 80.
Esculpido a partir de arvores de Choupos
que cortei em meu atelier.

O titulo, O Lobo Sentado vem da
forma da peca que sugere um animal
sentado, o Sansdo. A parte do “Lobo”
vem de minha critica a instrumentali-
zagdo de palavras e acontecimentos,
como a expressao “O Lobo Solitario”,
tanto utilizada em atentados ndo s6 na
Franca. Com essa simples frase, anula-se
a investigacdo em relagdo a CUI BONO
(a quem serve). Nesta obra, o Lobo esta
sentado, como que descansando mas
presente, pronto para entrar em agao.
Quando tocado, ocupa o espago sono-
ro, propagando ritmos cuja mensagem
s6 pode ser entendida de forma lddica.

The term “Ethnosphere” was coined by anthropologist Wade Davis.

He states, “You might think of the ethnosphere as the sum total of all thoughts and
dreams, myths, ideas, inspirations, intuitions brought into being by the human
imagination since the dawn of consciousness. The ethnosphere is humanity’s great
legacy. It's a symbol of all that we are, and all that we can be as an astonishingly
inquisitive species. And just as the biosphere is being severely eroded, so too is the

ethnosphere, and if anything, at the far greater rate.”

| heartily believe that the work of the artists present in the project illustrates the
influence of the collective unconscious, meaning that it reflects how the
ethnosphere acts upon us, as in my opinion artistic creation is the realm where
influences in general can be more evidently tracked down.

This first encounter between Carlos Henrich and myself is a plastic and sound
improvisation, within it two peculiar journeys intersect, drawing a sketch of

diversity.

Vincent



Carlos Henrich and Vincent Martial create an entity of
sound sculptures, a weave of matter and movements,
of inspired and inspiring sonorities, an ensemble both
organic and technologic, imposing and subtle.
Following their encounter they staged a performative
installation composed of nine partly robotized sound
sculptures with which they interact musically.

The installation is presented in two complementary forms:

1. A robotized play in which the sculptures are displayed as an
exposition, and they play without human intervention.

It is an uninterrupted exposition and it shows one part of

the sculpture’s potential, as well as an evolutional composition
conceived for the specific space of the Roman Theatre of
Lisboa.

2. A series of performances in which musicians and machines
go into osmosis for an extended but delimited time.

This second form will be the result of a composition that

will serve as a frame for the improvisation modes as well.













































Musician, composer, sculptor, Vincent Martial designs and builds sound and visual devices for live performance.

His work is situated at the border of improvisation, electro-acoustics, field-recording, wild lutherie and robotics.
From 2009 he creates artistic forms among which the following:

- Extension: evolutional show that displays a series of robotized sound sculptures in which his work continues to
evolve.

- Vatchapuj: music collective that reunites international musicians around improvised music and flexible
composition.

- Playa-Azul: plastic and sound interactive installation.

- Siguiendo-la-luna: performative installation.

- Telas: plastic and sound interactive installation.

- Organ-stops: construction of musical instruments inspired in pipe organs and creation of music forms.

- Ctrl-z: collective of musicians gathered around sound installations and new musical forms.

- Insolite: new instruments orchestra.

He collaborates with contemporary artist Tarek Atoui in conceiving new musical instruments, with mathematician
Pierre Berger in the creation of sound installations in the field of art/science, as well as with plastic artists Sidhartta
Mejia Gizman and Francesca Cogni.

He works as composer for theater, puppet and dance companies such as L’Ateuchus, Succursale101, Naforo-ba and
Théatre de I’estrade, among others.

His work has been presented in a diversity of artistic scenarios in Europe, Asia and America as are Tate Modern,
Centre Culturel de Bélem, Césaré CNCM, Le Cube, Comédie de Reims, TJP Strasbourg, TNG Lyon, Lieu Multiple
I’Aeronef, Festival Big Bang Lisboa and Jazzmandu.

His last piece, Pipe-Koto belongs now to the collection of the Tate Modern in London.
He has been staged and has collaborated with artists such as: Hélene Breschand, Tarek Atoui, Thierry Madiot, Ute
Kanngiesser, John Butcher, John Leafcutter, Eric Pailhé, Sergio Dias, Uriel Barthelemi, Pharadon Phonamnuai, Olivier
